APPLICATION METHODS

Air spray is recommended.  Rolling or brushing does not provide a smooth film due to the drying speed of the Duranar® ADS topcoats.  A multiple, light pass spraying technique to slowly build the recommended 25 microns dry film thickness is recommended to prevent sagging and allow for proper drying.
APPLICATION EQUIPMENT
High volume/Low pressure Spray - Croix air products spray systems or equivalent.  Conventional spray DeVilbiss MBC 510 or JGA guns with 765 or 704 air cap, E or EX tip and needle.  Binks 18 guns with 63 PB air cap, 66 tip and needle, or equivalent.

REDUCTION FOR USE
Mix thoroughly before reduction.  Up to 1 part thinner to 1 part Duranar® ADS topcoat.  Diacetone Alcohol and MEK blends to satisfy specific application temperatures and spray techniques.

Apply to a dry, clean surface.  Apply only when air, product and surface temperatures are above 50 degrees F and at least 5 degrees F above dew point.
